Use of School Facilities
Drug, Alcohol and Smoke Free Environment
The possession, use, sale or distribution of alcoholic beverages by any person at any time within the buildings or on the grounds of the public schools is prohibited.

In accordance with law and to promote the health and safety of all students and staff, the District prohibits all employees, students and patrons from smoking or using tobacco or tobacco products in all school facilities, buildings, grounds and buses or other District transportation at all times, including athletic events and meetings.  This prohibition extends to all facilities the District owns/operates, contracts or leases to those who provide educational services, routine health care, daycare or early childhood development services to children, as well as facilities in which services are not provided to children.
