Homeless Students

Homeless students, as defined by federal and state statutes, residing within the school district shall be entitled to free school privileges.  The Board will appoint a liaison, who shall ensure that homeless children and youths in the district are identified.  Students residing in a temporary shelter are entitled to free school privileges from the school district where they would otherwise reside if not for the placement in the temporary shelter or from the district in which the shelter is located.  The district in which the temporary shelter is located shall notify the district where the student would otherwise be attending. According to the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act school districts must, to the extent feasible, keep students in homeless situations in their school of origin unless it is against the parent’ s or guardian’s wishes who want the student to attend the district in which the shelter is located.
Homeless children shall be provided educational services that are comparable to those provided to other students enrolled in the district, including but not limited to, transportation services, compensatory educational programs, gifted and talented, special education, ESL, health services and food and nutrition programs.

The Superintendent of Schools shall refer identified homeless children under the age of eighteen who may reside within the school district, unless such children are emancipated minors, to the Connecticut Department of Children and Families.
