Mr. Treidel called the meeting to order at 7:16 pm. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion: move that the minutes of the June 8, 2010 meeting be accepted as submitted.  Underberger, Dunsby  Approved. Unanimous.
BOARD MEMBER AND ADMINISTRATIVE COMMENT

Mr. Treidel commented that the joint meeting with the Redding Board of Education was beneficial and the practice should be continued a couple times a year.  Other board members were in agreement.
Dr. Cicchetti added that the feedback from the administrators was very positive.  They enjoyed the exchange/dialogue among the Board members and administrators.


Mr. Maiorano arrived, 7:18 pm

Mrs. Sullivan reported that she met with Mrs. Fox Santora, Joan Parker and representatives of the Park and Recreation Department and of the Easton Community Center regarding programs scheduling.  Both the Park and Recreation Department and Easton Community Center will work together to coordinate scheduling and program offerings, trying to eliminate overlaps and conflicts.

Mr. Treidel expressed a concern about the operating costs incurred for the use of the schools by the P & R and ECC programs, especially in light of the $7,000 that was eliminated in the 2010-11 budget for after-school programs at Helen Keller Middle School.  He suggested looking at the operating costs attributable to the programs.  Dr. Cicchetti responded and suggested that data be collected on the use of the building and fields by all outside groups as well as sample building use policies/procedures. The data should be  presented to the Board in the fall.  

Dr. Cicchetti noted that the kindergarten enrollment is being monitored closely.  Currently the class size for Kindergarten is 20-21.  Generally, the class size has not exceeded 22.

DISCUSSION OF DONATION OF PIANO DOLLY AT SAMUEL STAPLES ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

A parent of a student at Samuel Staples Elementary School has offered to donate a dolly for the school piano.  Mrs. Fox-Santora stated the dolly will enable safe movement of the piano.  The parent, Dennis Fry, will provide the dolly and installation.  Dr. Cicchetti will send a letter of appreciation on behalf of the Board of Education to Mr. Fry.
Motion: move that the Easton Board of Education accept the donation of the dolly for the piano with gratitude.  Peskay, Dunsby.  Approved. Unanimous.

BEFORE SCHOOL/AFTER SCHOOL EXTENDED DAY PROGRAM

The current Before School/After School Extended Day Program is offered through the Easton Park and Recreation Department.  The existing contract expired on June 30, 2010.  Mrs. Sullivan recommended that the current contract be renewed for a one-year period so that the Board of Education could review the program and consider alternatives/options for 2011-12.  There are other organizations interested in providing the before school/after school program.
Motion: move that the Easton Board of Education extend the contract with the Easton Park and Recreation Department to offer the Before School/After School Extended Day Program for one year, expiring on June 30, 2011.  Maiorano, Underberger.  Approved Unanimous.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion: move that the Easton Board of Education recess to executive session to discuss the appointment of the Samuel Staples Elementary School Assistant Principal.  Underberger, Peskay.  Approved. Unanimous.
Dr. Cicchetti, Mrs. Fox Santora and the candidate were invited to be present.
