Mr. Lewson called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion:  move to approve the minutes of the March 30, 2009 meeting as submitted. Joyce-Kirk, Miller. Approved. 5-0-1.  Gaspar abstained.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Ron Wendschuh: thanked Mr. Lewson for his letter in the Redding Pilot, and hoped other board members would also write letters for publication.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON 2009-2010 OPERATING BUDGET

The current budget proposal was reviewed.  The administration included a listing of reductions that could take the budget down to 1.279%.  Board members were in support of the proposed budget at 1.94%.
Mr. Miller was not supportive of having Dr. Fossbender work for the month of July at no cost and taking that as a reduction in the budget. Other board members were in agreement that this could set an undesirable precedent.  Agreement was reached to delete this item and take a comparable reduction in the health insurance reserve fund line item in its place. 

Health Insurance:  Mrs. Sullivan reported that Insurance Committee reviewed the three bids for insurance, have not made a decision as yet, but believe there will be a reduction in the fixed fee from what was anticipated.

Motion: move that the Redding Board of Education affirm a revised budget of $20,049,095 for fiscal 2009-2010, reflecting a 1.94% increase over the current operating budget, with the reductions listed in the April 20, 2009 memo but eliminating the reduction of $5,878 for the one month of superintendent service and an increase in the reduction in the health insurance reserve fund of $5,878.Barickman, Miller.  Approved. Unanimous.
