Instruction
Compliance with Copyright Law
The Board of Education acknowledges that the Federal Copyright Act provides authors with the exclusive right to reproduce their materials (including software materials) in copies, to prepare derivative works from their materials, to distribute copies of their materials, and to perform and distribute the materials publicly.

In any situation where copyright is in question, the school principal will determine, on a case by case basis, if the use of the copyrighted material constitutes fair use. Special attention will be given to matters regarding paid performers, promoters, and organizers of a non-dramatic literary or musical work because the statutory exemption for the performance of such works for educational purposes does not apply.
