Homebound Instruction

Homebound and hospitalized instruction for students not previously receiving special education and/or related services will be provided to maintain the continuity of the student’s regular program.  The provision of such services is subject to the following:

· A physician has certified in writing that the child is unable to attend school for medical reasons and has stated the expected length of absence from school.  Instruction may begin whenever the physician feels it is medically possible.

· Instruction shall be provided when a prolonged absence of two weeks or more in duration is anticipated.

· Five hours per week of instruction is required for elementary students.  Ten hours per week of instruction is required for middle and secondary school students.

· The school register will reflect that the student is receiving homebound services during his/her absence.

For students requiring special education and related services, homebound and hospitalization instruction shall be recommended by the planning and placement team (PPT).  Necessary accommodations and modifications shall be reflected in the child’s individualized educational program (IEP).  This recommendation for home instruction will be based on a medical doctor’s recommendation, or on the severity of the child’s disability, which prevents the child from learning in the school environment, or endangers the wellbeing of the child.

The office of Special Services will designate and schedule the teaching time of instructors for homebound instruction.  Homebound instructors may be members of the school teaching staff.
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
