COMMITTEE CHARGE

Region 9 Board of Education

Curriculum Committee

(Adopted 6/3/02)
Purpose
 The establishment of a Region 9 Board of Education Curriculum Committee shall have as its purpose to educate Board members and members of the public about specific topics in the Joel Barlow High School curriculum and to provide a forum for discussion of these topics.  

Structure
The committee shall consist of 2-4 Board members with equal representation from the two towns, and include the Director of Secondary Education and the Director of Curriculum. The Assistant Principal(s), Department Chairs and faculty will participate as needed and as recommended by the Director of Secondary Education.

Process
The Board Chair will designate 2-4 of its members to serve on the Committee, and determine the curriculum topics and schedule of meetings for the following school year with the advice of the Director of Secondary Education and Director of Curriculum.  

Members of the Committee will review up to 3 curriculum topics per academic year. At the end of each school year, the Committee shall report to the Board on the topic(s) studied, and include suggestions for future study or changes in the Committee’s format and purview.
