Mr. Lewson called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON THREE YEAR CALENDAR PROPOSAL, 2009-2012

Mrs. Gombos presented the recommendation of the Calendar Committee.  Representing the boards of education on the committee were Mrs. Gombos, Mr. Goldberg, and Dr. Cohen.  Mrs. Gombos thanked all who participated on the Committee including representatives of the staff, PTA and administration. She also thanked Central Office administrator Vicki Cram for her assistance in compiling data from the survey and information from other school districts.

The proposed three-year calendar reflects a response to the request for a full week of vacation in February.  The calendar also includes Veteran’s Day as a full day of school, sets a tentative date in January for staff development, includes Election Day as a full day, and includes a full day of school prior to the Christmas holiday break.

Discussion of conducting school on Veteran’s Day was discussed. Mrs. Joyce-Kirk explained the community celebration of the day that has occurred in Redding during recent years.  The Calendar Committee recommended that the schools use the day to celebrate and honor veterans.

Motion: move that the Easton Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Calendar Committee for the three-year calendar as presented.  Katz, Allan.  Approved. Unanimous.

Motion: move that the Redding Board of Education accept the recommendation of the Calendar Committee for the three-year calendar as presented.  Lewson, Goldberg.  Approved. Unanimous.

DISCUSSION OF THE CENTRAL OFFICE OPERATING BUDGET

Dr. Fossbender asked that the current Central Office Operating budget be reaffirmed.  The Easton and Redding budgets have been submitted to their boards of finance. The Region #9 budget is still in the developmental stage. Dr. Fossbender indicated that should the need arise to revisit the Central Office operating budget, a special meeting would be arranged.
