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Student
Use of Cellular Telephones, Paging Devices (Beepers), and Laser Pointers 

Definitions: 

Academic day: The academic day begins upon a student’s entry into the building on any day when academic classes will be in session. The academic day ends when the last class, exam, or assembly period taking place in the building on that day has been dismissed. The academic day is continuous, including but not limited to class periods, X period, passing time between classes, lunch, and 10 minute break.

Paging devices: A “paging device” is defined as a telecommunications device that emits an audible signal, vibrates, displays a message, or otherwise summons or delivers a communication to/or from the possessor.  

Cellular telephones (cell phones):
All use of cell phones by students anywhere on school property or at school sponsored activities on or off school property during the academic day is prohibited and the devices are subject to confiscation. Such use includes but is not limited to making or receiving phone calls, sending or receiving text messages, checking messages, programming the device and taking photographs. To be in compliance with this policy, students in possession of cell phones must have them completely disabled and out of sight continuously during the academic day. 
Students are permitted to use cell phones on school property and at school sponsored activities on or off school property outside the academic day at the discretion of supervising staff. Cell phones are subject to confiscation in any situation on school property, on school transportation, or at a school-sponsored activity on or off school property if a student fails to discontinue cell phone use when asked to do so by a school administrator, teacher, coach or other supervising adult.

Paging devices (beepers) and laser pointers:
Student possession of paging devices and laser pointers is prohibited on school property and at all school sponsored activities on or off school property. Any paging device or laser pointer found in a student’s possession is subject to confiscation.

Student discipline:

In addition to confiscation of the device, students may be subject to disciplinary procedures for possession or use of devices in violation of any part of this policy.
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
