CALL TO ORDER: 

Dr. Gaspar, Acting Chairman, called the meeting to order at 6:45 pm.  He explained that the Committee was meeting to evaluate proposals for the health insurance plans for the teachers and administrators of the 3 school districts.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE PLANS

Judy Bennett, Marla McCuba, Jeff Hagerty, and Michelle Zedergren made the presentation for Anthem Blue Cross Blue Shield, which presently provides the health insurance coverage for the 3 school districts and has done so for about 25 years.  Reference is made to the handout that they provided the Committee.
Brent Atkins and Brad Morris made the presentation for Aetna.  Aetna is new to the public service arena with just one other public sector client in CT.  They do provide health care coverage for 400,000 clients and dental coverage for 300,000 clients in CT and have contracts with 14,000 doctors and 32 acute care facilities in CT.
Tony Pentel, Tom Trumbley, Jonathan Swift, and Mark Mario made the presentation for United Healthcare/Oxford.  United Healthcare/Oxford also is relatively new in the public sector arena.  They claim to have the largest national proprietary network in the US, and service over 400,000 clients in CT.  Reference is made to the handout they provided the Committee.
The Committee members and members of the public asked numerous questions to get more detailed information from the presenters.  The Committee members and members of the public felt they needed additional information about the plans presented to be able to compare the plans presented.  The chairman asked the presenters to provide the additional information by November 14th.

ADJOURNMENT: Dr. Gaspar adjourned the meeting at approximately 10 pm.
