
Executive Summary: The Redding Education Foundation (REF)
The Redding Education Foundation is an all-volunteer, non-profit organization dedicated to mobilizing resources to enhance educational excellence in the Redding Public Schools and Joel Barlow High School.  Founded in 2002, REF offers grants to public school educators, technology initiatives, and community educational initiatives that exceed the scope of the town budget.

Through the generous support of friends, neighbors and the business community, REF has funded school-wide initiatives, including SMART Boards, mobile computer labs, and community-based educational initiatives such as the year-long Brain-Based Learning and You Are What You Eat, as well as over 35 grants of up to $2,000 each to teachers and educators to improve learning in and out of the classroom.
